The Licence runs for 12 months. Vehicles aged 8 years or over will require 4 monthly tests; vehicles under 8 years old will require a 6 monthly test.
4.
The vehicle must carry at all times one 1kg Fire Extinguisher of the BCF or dry powder type which is in-date, maintained in good working order and fitted in the driver's compartment of the vehicle or in the rear of the vehicle in a safe, convenient and visible location and one fully equipped first aid box.  
5.
If the vehicle has lifting equipment, such as disabled lifts, then the equipment must be tested to the standard laid out in the ‘Lifting Operation and Lifting Equipment Regs 1998.

WAV (Wheelchair Accessible Vehicle) means it must be able to carry the passenger while in the wheelchair.

Renewal applications, along with the valid test certificate. MOT Certificate, valid insurance and a Basic DBS Certificate (where necessary), should be submitted no later than 7 days prior to the licence expiry date.

Change of vehicle – where possible, current plates (front and rear) should be returned to this office with the application. New plates may not be handed over if plates not returned.  This process can taken up to 10 days process and post plates.

If at any time the vehicle is involved in an accident, however minor, the driver and or the vehicle proprietor must inform the Council of this fact as soon as possible and in any event within three working days (by telephone or email). 

DATA PROTECTION Personal information provided in an application form and during the period of any subsequent Licence is normally held for a period of six years from the expiry of the last consecutive Licence held. It will be used primarily for the purpose of the licensing function concerned although it may also be used for data matching purposes across various licensing functions. Personal information held for licensing purposes will be held and used in accordance with the requirements of the Data Protection Act 2018 and General Data Protection Regulations. To assist the Council in the prevention and detection of fraud so that it can protect the public funds it administers the Council may use information provided for licensing purposes within this Authority for data matching purposes. INFORMATION SHARING The Department for Environment Food & Rural Affairs (Defra), which is a government department, is collecting data from licensing authorities in England and Wales for all vehicles licensed as a taxi or private hire vehicle. Under the Air Quality (Taxi and Private Hire Vehicles Database) (England and Wales) Regulations 2019 (SI 2019 No. 885) it is a legal obligation for licensing authorities to provide Defra with the following data:

The processing of the information (under Article 6.1 (c) of the GDPR) is for the purpose of ensuring that Clean Air Zone (CAZ) charging is applied correctly in adherence with the Clean Air Zone Framework. Licensing authorities hold information on taxis and PHVs only within their own area so are not able to clearly identify and charge a taxi/PHV entering or moving around their charging CAZ which has been licensed by another authority.  

Defra may, under contracts or similar agreements, use third party organisations to process the data provided on its behalf. This will include the creation and provision of the Taxi and PHV Database to support local authorities’ ability to charge in relation to charging Clean Air Zones.
