Report
Background
Emlyn Hughes House was commissioned as a speculative transformational office development and completed in May 2007.  The property consists of 11,000 sq.ft (approx) of modern office accommodation spread over three floors with associated car parking.

Officers have been in negotiation with the Criminal Prosecution Service (CPS) in respect of the 1st floor accommodation. The following terms have now been agreed:

Rent Free Period To Offset Fit Out Costs - Six months from 1st October 2008

The Director of Corporate Services has delegated powers to enter into a new lease up to a period of ten years.  As the proposed lease is for 15 years formal Executive Committee approval is required.
